Over the last two election
cycles, over 50% of Pro-
Choice Washington’s direct
campaign contributions
supported BIPOC and
LGBTQIA+ candidates. The
remaining 50% was invested
in competitive races in
districts with the highest
barriers to abortion care. 

We endorse candidates on a
rolling basis, from the
primary election to the
general election.  

Our endorsement process
invites candidates from the
districts where Pro-Choice
Washington can make the
biggest impact to complete a
questionnaire that evaluates
their position on important
issues to Pro-Choice
Washington’s community. 

The Pro-Choice Washington
PAC recommends
endorsement based on the
questionnaire and the
candidate interviews, which
is voted on for final approval
by Pro-Choice Washington’s
501(c)4 Board of Directors.
